


LING's STORY

Jiu Lin was born on November 31, 2000 with a severe case
of scoliosis. She had a marked deformity on her back, as
well, but it was surgically corrected early in her life. Un-
fortunately, as she developed, her scoliosis became more
pronounced. It made it hard for her to walk, and she stood
with her torso curving dramatically out to the left side
and with her rib cage jutting out in front of her.

When Jiu Lin was only 9 months old, she was aban-
doned by her parents and left in a leld. We believe this
happened due to her parents’ inability to 'nance their
daughter’s medical needs. She lived with a doting fos-
ter family in a poor home only one story high. Jiu Lin
has developed mentally just as well as the other chil-
dren her age, but because of her physical condition, she
has been denied admission into public school in China.
Truly, her very life was at risk due to this severe defor-
mity.

In 2006, it was arranged for little Ling (as she is affec-
tionately known) to come to Dallas, TX for her much
needed surgery. Her host family treated her as one o
their own, and a strong bond between them and this
sweet little girl from rural China formed quickly.

Ling’s back is now perfectly straight, she can run,
jump, and tumble like all of the other kids, and she al-
ways loves to have her picture taken" Despite develop-
ing an af!nity for many different American foods, her
favorite foods remain Chinese dumplings and noodles.
It is impossible to look at Ling without recognizing the
miracles that have taken place in her promising life and
without contemplating the wonder of medicine and the
spirit of love.
